	LC1 and LC2: What can we find beyond the sky? What’s in Space and how will we get there?



	· Make gloopy space paintings on back paper. AIA: Show the chn the space pictures and talk about what can be seen. Discuss colours, stars, planets and rockets. Work with the chn to create the gloopy paint and talk about how the paint behaves. How is this different to our usual paint? Provide time for the chn to feel the paint and use their senses as appropriate to talk about the texture. Invite chn to use their imagination to create large scale space painting using their hands as tools. (C5)
· Use card and lolly sticks/ plastic straws to make stick puppets of rockets and astronauts. Use them to imagine travelling into space and as props to support story telling in the book area. (C5)

· Make paper planes as space shuttles. Decorate them with crayons and enjoy launching the shuttles in a large space. Whose space shuttle travels the furthest? (C3)
	Large sheets of black sugar paper, pictures of space, gloopy paint in 3 different colours made from 4 egg cups of flour, 1 egg cup of sugar, ready mixed paint and approximately 2 egg cups of water.
	

	LC3: Which planet do we live on? What makes Earth special?


	· On circles of white paper use green and blue smudged pastels or chalks to make pictures of the Earth as seen from space. Alternatively use context as an opportunity for chn to explore adding a variety of materials (sawdust, washing powder, crushed leaves, straw and rice) to blue and green paints to create different textured paint. Encourage chn to talk about the different materials added and to use new vocab to describe the various textures made as they use their paints to create abstract compositions of the Earth. (Adult to fix with hairspray in well ventilated area, away from chn) (C3)
· Talk about the different climates and weathers around the world (Recap on learning from Autumn PLC). Paint pictures to show favourite places visited by the chn or ones they would like to go to. (C3)
	Circles of white paper, blue & green paint, various materials to create different textures.
	

	LC4: What would it be like to visit the moon? 


	· Explore pictures representing the phases of the moon. On strips of black paper use white paint to show some of the moon shapes. (C3)
· Work collaboratively to create and paint pictures and through combining media to create collages to illustrate the rhyme Hey, diddle, diddle. Include illustrations to represent the new versions created by the chn – see CLL Plan. (C3)

· Tell chn how the Moon is made of rocks & dust. Together make the Moon. Blow up a balloon & cover it with papier mâché. Chn make craters & rocks using salt dough. Stick these onto the surface & paint in shades of grey. When dry paint with PVA glue to give your Moon a shiny surface. Get chn to feel the rocky rough surface.  Make a list of describing words, e.g. rocky, rough, bumpy, etc. Suspend your Moon from the ceiling and hang chn’s words around it. (C1, 3)

	LC5: What are stars? Which star is the most important for our planet?


	· Make collages of the Sun. Cover the reverse side of small paper plates with overlapping pieces of orange, red and yellow papers. Varnish the Suns with watered down PVA glue. (C3)
· Sing ‘Twinkle, twinkle little star’. Encourage chn to do actions and to use tuned and unturned percussion instruments to make up starry music. (C4)
· Chn explore the work of Vincent Van Gogh’s Starry Night and use to reproduce own examples using a combination of media to create a silhouette and wax resistant landscape. AIA: Present Van Gogh's Starry Night image to a group of children. Ask the children to take some time looking at the painting carefully then ask the group the following questions. Give each child time to respond. What do you see in the picture? How does the picture make you feel? Do you like the picture – why or why not? What do you think the artist wants to you see? Model using techniques to create swirls. (C1, 3)

· Use runny paint and black paper to make blow paintings of shooting stars. (C3)

	LC6: What would it be like to live on a different planet?


	See also KUW planning
· Chn focus on the planet Mars - its atmosphere and appearance. They discuss the red dust, then create a Martian landscape using craft materials and PVA plus paint (K2, 3, 9) (C3, 5)

· Chn work collaboratively to create a collage-type model of the solar system. They identify and discuss each planet and plot the order. (K5, 6, 9) (CD1, 2, 3)
	Non-fiction texts about the planets, pictures of the planetsVariety of rocks, thickened red and white paint, newspaper, PVA glue, card, painting equipment
	

	LC7: What would an alien/ UFO look like?


	· Provide boxes, pipe cleaners, collage materials and resources for joining to make aliens and UFOs. Cover some boxes with plain paper & balloons with papier mâché for main body of alien. Extra details can be added using pipe cleaners or straws with stuffed paper bags taped at the end for antennae. Scrunched up paper covered with papier mâché make good noses & protruding eyes & teeth. When dry paint in alien colours. Chn name their aliens. What would be a good name for an alien?  Pluto 3?  Gloop 2? (C3)

· Use milk, food dye and washing up liquid to explore and observe space patterns. AIA: Remind the chn that a UFO is something in space that no one can identify. Tell the chn to imagine that the dish of milk is space and that shortly they will see UFO’s. Drop a few drops of food colouring on to the surface of the milk in a shallow dish/ tray. In the centre, place a drop of washing up liquid. Ask the chn to describe what they see. Provide paper circles for the chn to look closely at the patterns and record what they see. (C1)
	Collage and construction materials
White paper circles, crayons, felt tip pens, shallow dish of milk, washing up liquid, food colouring, pipettes and straws.
	

	LC8: Reflection and Presentation


	The final week of our Space Topic, chn prepare a Space Party and write invitations for their parents and siblings to join us. They also write recipes for some of the Space Party food, having read recipes and understood how to write lists and simple instructions.
· Use plain white paper plates and cups. Chn decorate these using salt painting.  Use water paints and mix them thin, chn use two similar colours, e.g. red and orange or blue and turquoise. They paint stripes over their plate, then scatter salt to give a moon-crater effect.  Leave plates to dry thoroughly, writing chn’s names on the back. Then chn decorate their cups to match using felt-tips in the same colours.
