(4 Days)

What did Mary, Mary Quite Contrary plant in her garden? What will you use to make a miniature garden?


	· Creative week linked to Nursery Rhymes.
· Artwork preparation for Blackwell Church Flower Festival - 20-23rd June to be completed by Wed 19th June and link with sea-side topic.
· Create a small-world garden: Say the rhyme ‘Mary, Mary, Quite Contrary’ together. Suggest that the children create a garden for Mary in a Tuff spot. Fill the base with peat-free compost and provide resources for the children to use to make the items mentioned in Mary’s garden. Demonstrate various techniques, such as making silver bells from foil by pushing it into shape around a thumb. Encourage the children to describe the different textures and to talk about their actions as they create the garden. Invite the children to cut out the labels from the photocopiable sheet, attach them to the lolly sticks and place them in appropriate places in the garden. LA: Set up a small-world garden and re-enact the rhyme with the children.MA/HA: Invite the children to plant seeds and care for them outdoors or in indoor tubs. (EMM40-60d, e, f, , h, i, j; ELGi, ii; B40-60a; ELGi, ii)
	Tuff spot or builder’s tray; peat-free compost; small pebbles; small-world plants, trees and people; silver foil; cockle shells; child scissors; ‘Mary’s garden’ photocopiable sheet (Activity sheet); glue; clean lolly sticks.


	Look, listen and note
Observe how the children make use of the resources to create the garden. Do they show initiative and consider effective use of the space available? Listen to the language that they use to describe colours, shapes, textures and space.

Next steps
Provide opportunities to work together creatively on a larger scale by designing an outdoor garden, using tubs or an old sand tray. Draw a plan to decide upon the layout, including enclosed spaces joined by pathways.

	10.6.2013

Where have you been to on holiday? How did you get there?


	· On-going throughout the PLC as part of large scale collaborative artwork. Deep Sea Mural: AIA Explain to the children that they are going to make a giant picture of the sea. Invite them to choose a brush/sponge/squirty bottle and begin to paint the paper. Talk to them about the way the colours mix together and about using big sweeping movements to apply the paint because they have so much space. What types of marks do the different brushes and sponges make? Leave to dry. Key vocabulary: Squirt/splat/splash/spray/run/drip/mix/smudge; Light colours and dark colours. What colours can you see? LA: When the mural is dry, children can stick on wool to be seaweed/sprinkle sand on. MA/HA: Children can add fish and boats to the picture. (EMM 40-60c, d, e, i; ELGii; BI40-60c; ELGi,ii)

· Make sea tiles by sticking pieces of sea coloured tissue papers on a stiff card. Varnish the tiles with watered down PVA glue. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
	Large roll of paper attached to a wall or fence in the outdoor play area, 

Watered down paints in  sea greens and blues

Large decorating brushes/ sponges/ spray bottles/plungers/anything that can be used to apply paint

How can we use our senses to describe the sea?
	· Provide chn with a range of materials e.g. plastic lids, polystyrene trays, wood pieces etc for them to make boats, surfboards and rafts. (EMM 40-60f, g, h, i, j; ELGii; BI ELGi, ii)
· Use pastels, chalks or paints to explore making pictures of the sea. Enhance by encouraging the chn to explore textures created by various rollers whilst painting. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
· Investigating shades and tones of blue through creating magazine collages. See Planning for Learning The Sea book pg 9 for AIA and key vocabulary. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
· Enjoy singing sea shanties and make up own sea dances. Encourage the chn to move like waves, rolling up a beach and then gracefully going back towards the horizon. (EMM30-50b, f; 40-60a, b; ELGi; BI 40-60b ELGi, ii)
· On circles of white paper (portholes), paint pictures of the views described by the chn in the poem created as part of C&L and L sessions. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)

What might we discover on the beach?
	· Use coloured sands to make pictures of fish. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
· Create sea pictures by collaging with sand, shells and small stones on blue card. Encourage the chn to add their own frames using lolly pop sticks. (EMM40-60c, d, e, f; ELGii; BI ELGi)
· Create their own pebble paper weights. See Planning for Learning The Sea book pg 11 for AIA and key vocabulary. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)

	1.7.2013

What can we find living in the ocean?
	· Salt Dough Fish – AIA: Allow the children to look at the fish pictures. Talk about the different shapes and sizes and patterns on the fish.  Allow the children to play with the salt dough and clay tools for a while. Then invite them to make their piece of dough into a fish shape. Can they use the tools to make marks for scales and fins? Bake the models until they are hard.  Allow the children to decorate their fish with paints and glitter. When these are dry, seal with a layer of PVA glue.  LA:  Support children to make marks in the dough, and in play dough and plasticine. MA/HA: Encourage the children to look at the patterns in the fish pictures as they are painting their fish. (EMM40-60f, g, h; ELGii; links with PD MH40-60f, g; ELGii)
· Make paper plate sea creatures. See Planning for Learning The Sea book pg 15 for AIA and key vocabulary. (EMM 40-60f, g, h, i, j; ELGii; BI ELGi, ii)
· Use wax crayons to draw sea creatures and seaweed. Finish by brushing over with a wash of watery, sea coloured paint. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
· Show chn images of coral. help the chn to create their own bumpy pieces of corals by exploring a variety of collage materials and techniques. E.g. Using hole punches to provide added texture and finishing with glitter. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)

	8.7.2013

How can we keep ourselves safe at the beach?
	· Use cardboard tubes and junk modeling materials to make models of lighthouses. (EMM 40-60f, g, h, i, j;ELGii; BI ELGi, ii)
· Design and make own beach shoes. See Planning for Learning The Sea book pg 17 for AIA and key vocabulary. (EMM 40-60f, g, h, i, j; ELGii; BI ELGi, ii)
· Make sunhats from large paper bowls or plates. Show the children the selection of hats and help them to identify the summer hats. Talk about why these hats are best for wearing in the sun, and why some of the other hats would not be good to wear in hot weather. Provide the children with a variety of tools and construction materials and invite them to make simple summer hats. Display the hats in the role-play souvenir shop. Talk about the importance of safety in the sun with the saying: ‘Slip, Slop, Slap’, for example, ‘Slip’ on a – shirt, ‘Slop’ on some sun cream and ‘Slap’ on a hat. LA: Help the children with practical challenges such as cutting, gluing and taping the materials together. HA: Encourage the children to decorate their hat with a summery design. MA: Show the children how to fold a single sheet of paper to create a very simple hat, for example, a cone or crown, and let them colour the hat in summer colours. (EMM40-60c, d, e, f, g, h, i, j; ELGii)
· Enhance the role play area by adding a seaside stall selling sun glasses, sun hats, Tshirts with sleeves and sunscreen. Encourage the chn to act out being both the stall holders giving advice on sun and sea safety as well as the customer. (BI 40-60b; ELGi, ii)
	Junk modelling materials
Wide variety of real hats, including summer hats; plain, coloured and patterned paper, card, tissue and crêpe paper; glue; sticky tape; child scissors; stapler (adult use); felt-tipped pens and pencils.
	

	15.7.2013
What were seaside holidays like when our parents/ grandparents were young? ‘What is different and what is the same about seaside holidays now and then?
	· Work collaboratively as a group to weave on hoops and net. See Planning for Learning The Sea book pg 19 for AIA and key vocabulary. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
· Invite the children to paint a colourful, textured picture illustrating a favourite holiday scene, venue or event from memory. Alternatively, invite them to use abstract shapes, colours and textures to convey a happy holiday memory. Help the children to make paint of various thicknesses by adding PVA glue, and create grainy, coarse, bumpy and gritty colours by adding textured products such as sand, crushed pasta, rice and lentils to the gluey paint. Encourage the children to use the textured paint with dry sponges, small combs, and blunt pencils to create swirls, patterns and outlines to highlight features such as clouds, waves, sun rays, buildings, rocks, trees and people. LA/MA: Invite the children to use their fingers to create shapes using the textured paint. HA:Encourage the children to mix the paints to create different shades and colour. (EMM40-60c, d, e; ELGii)
	Large hoops with garden netting laid on top and attached with thread. Scraps of ribbon, fabric, shiny paper, parcel string etc in a range of blues, greens and silvers
Paper; paints and painting equipment; sand; dried, crushed pasta; rice; lentils; PVA glue; tools for creating texture such as strips of card, sponges, small combs and blunt pencils
