	Early Learning Goal


	Children play co-operatively, taking turns with others. They take account of one another’s ideas about how to organise their activity. They show sensitivity to others’ needs and feelings, and form positive relationships with adults and other children.


	Children are confident to try new activities, and say why they like some activities more than others. They are confident to speak in a familiar group, will talk about their ideas, and will choose the resources they need for their chosen activities. They say when they do or don’t need help.


	Children talk about how they and others show feelings, talk about their own and others’ behaviour, and its consequences, and know that some behaviour is unacceptable. They work as part of a group or class, and understand and follow the rules. They adjust their behaviour to different situations, and take changes of routine in their stride.

What kind of buildings do we live in?

What materials are used to make them?

· Look at pictures of homes including flats, houses, caravans, castles, tents, boats and igloos. Talk about a home as a place where people feel comfortable and like to live. Encourage children to describe their own homes and say why they like to live in them.(SCSA40-60a; ELGi, ii; MFB ELGi; MR ELGiii)
· Share the story of Miss Brick the Builders’ Baby by Allan Ahlberg (Puffin). Talk about how it would feel for someone to break the model you have made. Discuss the need to handle other people’s possessions sensitively and with care. (MFB40-60b;  ELGi, ii; MR ELGiii; links also with PD HSc30-50f; ELGii )
· Explore children’s feelings about times when they may feel scared and try to identify what feeling ‘secure’ or ‘happy’ means to them – perhaps having a cuddly toy, a special ‘blanky’ or a smile from a friend. Create an extended emotions display exploring ‘I feel scared when…’ and ‘I feel happy when…’. (MFB ELGi; MR ELGiii)

What kind of buildings did people live in a long time ago?
	· See separate weekly planning sheet: SEAL - Going for Goals

· Before carrying out this activity, ask for parental permission for the children to taste and handle foods. Check for any food allergies and dietary requirements Ensure that the children wash their hands and put on clean aprons. Sing the rhyme ‘Sing a song of Sixpence’ with the children. Discuss what the king, queen and maid were doing in the rhyme, for example, ‘The king was in his counting house counting out his money’ and ‘The queen was in the parlour eating bread and honey’ and ‘The maid was in the garden hanging out the clothes’. Invite the children to make props for role play based on this scene in the rhyme. For example, a large crown for the king to wear, pretend gold coins for the king to count, colourful beads and jewels for the queen to wear, real bread and honey for the queen to eat, and clothes for the maid to hang out. Encourage the children to turn the home corner into a house fit for a king and queen, for example, by draping plush fabrics on chairs, placing plump cushions on the floor and covering plastic tableware with shiny foil to create silver plates and goblets. LA: Say the rhyme several times to help the children become familiar with the words. HA: Help the children to make additional props such as a giant pie, a washing line and blackbird-shaped mobiles to hang from the ceiling.  (SCSA40-60a, b; ELGi, ii; MR40-60a; ELGii)
· Look at images of Olite Castle and explain this castle was originally built for a king and part of it is now used as a hotel. Would the children like to go for a holiday to Spain and stay in this castle? What do they think the rooms would look like? Does it look like any of the hotels that the children have stayed in? (Be sensitive to individual circumstances.) SCSA40-60a; ELGii
· Look at the picture of the knight on horseback and explain how knights used to protect the lord who lived in the castle. Would the children like to be knights? What would be the best part of being a knight? Look at the picture of a knight’s helmet and discuss how it would protect the face in battle. What do the children this it is made of? Would it be comfortable to wear? Compare this helmet with safety helmets worn today, such as a builder’s hard hat and a cyclist’s crash helmet.    (SCSA40-60a; ELGii; MR40-60a, b; ELGiii)
· Explain to the children the type of people who would have lived in this castle, such as kings, lords, ladies, knights and servants. Invite the children to find the different people on the poster. Encourage the children to find someone who is sleeping, sewing and listening to music. Suggest that the children look in nursery rhyme books and storybooks to find characters such as Humpty Dumpty, Old King Cole, the Grand Old Duke of York, Sleeping Beauty and George and the Dragon. (MR40-60b; SCSA40-60a; EGii)
· Invite the children to point to something that they particularly like on the poster and talk about it. Does it tell them anything about life in a castle? (SCSA40-60a; EGii)

	Copy of the traditional nursery rhyme ‘Sing a Song of Sixpence’; selection of tools and resources for craft and model-making; real bread, butter and honey; plastic utensils; hand-washing facilities; clean aprons; suitable area for food preparation; home corner; decorative drapes and cushions.

How are buildings around the world similar and different?
	· See separate weekly planning sheet: SEAL - Going for Goals
· Arrange to visit local places of worship. Find out about each faith and in particular how children learn about each faith and worship in each place. Look for similarities. Talk to the children about how to be respectful of each place of worship. Look at the tall towers on the poster. Tell the children that many places of worship have tall towers. Explain to the children that the minaret on a mosque is where prayers are called out, and the tower in a church houses the church bells. (MFB ELGi; MR ELGiii; links with UtW PC30-50e, EGiii)
· Look at pictures of different places of worship: ALA – Begin by sitting quietly in a circle and carefully pass a handshake from one child to another around the group. Next, spread the pictures on the floor for the children to see. Talk about each picture in turn. First pass the picture round for each child to see and then talk about the different shapes, colours, and the atmosphere of the picture. Look at all the pictures in turn. Encourage the chn to contribute their own ideas and feelings. Finish by asking each child in turn to finish the phrase ‘I can see …’ and describe something they can see in one of the pictures, such as a tall spire, a shiny dome, a big statue, and so on. Key vocab: Respect, care, quiet, special, calm. (MR40-60a; SCSA40-60a; ELGi; links with LA40-660a; ELGi)
· Pass a drawstring bag containing different flat, plastic shapes around a small group of children. Invite them to take turns to pull out a shape, name it and find examples of the same shape on the poster. (SCSA40-60a; ELGi, ii)
·  Look at the poster images together, then ask the children which one they like best and why. If they could build their own house, what shape would it be? (SCSA40-60a; ELGi, ii)
· Look at the images on the poster and invite the children to talk about their own homes. Does anyone live in a tall building, such as a block of flats, or a short building, such as a bungalow? (MR40-60a, b; ELGii)

What kind of garden does your home have?
	· See separate weekly planning sheet: SEAL - Going for Goals
· Introduce the week’s PLC with a discussion about gardens. Ask chn to describe the gardens they have played in. Explain that not all homes have gardens. Talk about alternatives such as patios, courtyards, balconies, window boxes and hanging baskets. As a group plant out a large container with outdoor plants. (MFB ELGi; MRELGiii)
· Work in small groups to design and create a miniature garden on a tray/ plate or in a shoe box.(MR40-60a; ELGi; SCSA40-60a; ELGi; MFB40-60b; ELGii)
· Talk about the ‘Country Code.’ As a group make a ‘Garden Code’ outlining how to behave safely in a garden. (MFB 40-60b; ELGii)
