	Early Learning Goal


	Children talk about past and present events in their own lives and in the lives of family members. They know that other children don’t always enjoy the same things, and are sensitive to this. They know about similarities and differences between themselves and others, and among families, communities and traditions.

	Children know about similarities and differences in relation to places, objects, materials and living things. They talk about the features of their own immediate environment and how environments might vary from one another. They make observations of animals and plants and explain why some things occur, and talk about changes.

	Children recognise that a range of technology is used in places such as homes and schools. They select and use technology for particular purposes.

· Home links: Ask parents to talk to their children about heroic, brave or caring people who they have known in the past or present.

What do we know about superheroes?
	· Use an enlarged version of the Superheroes poster as part of class discussions. Look at the picture of the carpenter with a hammer as a substitute hand. What would be the advantages of this power? Ask the children to examine their ﬁngers and thumbs and discuss how they use them. What would be the disadvantages of having a hammer instead? Extend the activity to explore a range of tools and decide which would make the best substitute hand. (PC30-50a, d, e; ELGii, iii; links with PSED MR40-60b; ELGi, iii)
· Look at the picture of the postman with long arms and talk about they help him to deliver the post. Find pictures in a catalogue showing devices for people with physical disabilities, for example, to help them pick up things from the ﬂoor or open a screwtop jar. Invite the children to design a device to help someone with limited mobility, such as a cane with a feather duster tied to the top for dusting a high shelf. How might a superhero protect us? Which superhero power would you like to have?
	· Explore the everyday clothes that the boy is wearing on the poster together and name each garment. How do his clothes change when he becomes a superhero? How might a cloak and a streamlined suit help a superhero? Discuss the types of materials that would be needed to ensure that the properties match the purpose of his rescue. E.g. What kind of material would the cape need to be made from if rescuing someone from a sinking ship? How might the material need to be different if going into a burning building/ an ice cave? Supply the children with mark-making materials and invite them to design a superhero outﬁt. Provide chn with a superhero image and boxes of various materials. Help them to explore, talk about and select the most appropriate materials to meet their superheroes needs. Display their drawings around the poster.  (UtW W30-50b, c; 40-60a; ELGi)
· Look at how the superhero moves leaves into a pile for the gardener by blowing them. Could the children do 

this? Why not? Explore what they are actually able to move by blowing using straws to direct the air, for example, rolling ping-pong balls into a goal or sailing home-made boats on a water tray. (UtW W30-50b, c; ELGiii)

How do ‘real-life’ superheroes help us? Who is your hero?  Why?

Why might St George have been a real-life superhero?


	· As part of class discussions explain that St George’s Day is celebrated on 23 April each year. http://parkfield.typepad.com/parkfield/2010/04/st-georges-day-activities-1.html. Use the hyperlink to help chn develop their understanding of why St George is remembered an why in England there is a national day held in honour of him. Use the animated story to help chn develop their retelling of a legend. http://www.tes.co.uk/article.aspx?storyCode=6204618. (PC30-50b, c; 40-60a; ELGi, ii)
· Look at picture books showing images of dragons from legends and fairy tales. Encourage children to use their imagination to describe the appearance of George’s dragon. Prompt them with questions about its colour, texture, shape, size, smell and sound. Focus on the dragon’s head by referring to exaggerated features: fierce, bulging eyes, smoke billowing from its huge nostrils and flames streaming through its sharp teeth. Ask each child to paint a bold picture of the dragon’s face on a sheet of card. When dry, trim away any excess card, make two eye holes and attach ribbon or elastic to create a mask. · Explore pictures of St George showing him carrying a sword and shield. Use books and the internet to find pictures of shields carried by knights in the past. Investigate the different shapes, sizes and decorative features that appear on them, for example, colourful symbols and patterns. Provide a selection of cardboard shapes to represent shields for children to decorate with paints, pastels, sticky paper shapes or collage. Show them how to attach a strip of card to the back to create a handle. (PC30-50b, c; 40-60a; ELGi, ii links with EA&D EMM40-60e, h, j; ELGii; BI30-50f, j; ELGi, ii; links with W40-60b, d, e, g, h; ELGi, iiii links with PD MH40-60f, g, k; ELGiii)

What do we know about superheroes?
	· After reading the book, explain what a meteor is. Explore the images of Eliot’s ‘Meteor-Busting Rocket Launcher’ and the ‘Tea-maker’ in the lab. Let the children have fun drawing plans and building inventions from recycled materials, such as plastic pipes, straws, funnels, cones and string. Explore the map in the book. Read the names of the different countries that Eliot flies across and follow the dotted line. Find maps in an atlas and encourage the children to look for features such as seas, lakes, rivers, mountains and forests. (UtW W30-50a, b, e; 40-60a; ELGi, ii links with EMM30-50j, k, l, m; 40-60c, d, e, g, h, i, j; ELGii)
